To ensure both events are viable the organising Committee  has decided that no State can enter more than 

2 teams in the Val Nesbitt Trophy event. 

Regional teams will be accepted from any area/region.  

All teams  (Val Nesbitt and Regional)will be required to pay an Entry Fee ($570) and to be accompanied by a 

Coach, Manager and Umpire—or at the least a Coach/Manager and Umpire.  A fee will apply to teams not 

accompanied by an Umpire 

The Australian U15 Championships will be open to all players in the Val Nesbitt Trophy Team event and the 

Australian Regional Team event (and to any players who made themselves available for selection in the 

teams events) and will use a knock-out formula with Consolation Plate.
