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Badminton Association of Western Australia Coach Accreditation- Policy and Procedure

Introduction

Badminton Association of Western Australia Coaching Accreditation scheme Coach Accreditation lasts for a 1-year period. 

Coaches that have remained active and have met the updating requirements specific to their Badminton Australia Coaching Level over this period may apply to the Badminton Association of Western Australia  annually and Australian Badminton Coaches Committee (ABCC) every 4 years for the renewal of their nationally recognised accreditation.

The expiry date of NCAS accreditation is shown on your NCAS Coach ID Card and Badminton Australia Coaching Certificate.  

Applications for re-accreditation must be made using the appropriate form (BAWA Coach Accreditation- annual application Form). 

This procedure mirrors the NCAS and Badminton Australia 4 year re-accreditation process. The documentation for that accreditation needs to be forwarded to: Badminton Australia Unit 15, 8 Techno Park Drive,WILLIAMSTOWN VIC 3016

Why do I have to Up-date?
Updating provides coaches with an opportunity to keep up-to-date with the latest information and developments within Badminton and Coaching such as, rule changes, new shot production techniques, tactics and coaching methods.
Updating also plays an important role ensuring that the coaching environment is safe for all participants and reduces the likelihood of coaches becoming involved in legal actions. 

Furthermore, it provides Badminton Association of Western Australia with an up-to-date register of active coaches.

What do I have to do to Up-date?

In order for you to maintain or regain your Coaching Accreditation, you are required to show evidence that you are actively coaching, and have been involved in a constant process of re-education over a 4-year period. 

Updating is divided into two specific sections:

I understand Section A, but how do I accumulate the required number of points for Section B?

As stated, a coach must have over a 4-year period documented a minimum number of Coach Development activity points. 

Following is a list of the Coach Development activities and the number of points you can claim for each activity over a 4-year period.  

Please note this list is not exhaustive. If you have any queries on whether a specific course or activity is appropriate then please contact BAWA, or the Australian Badminton Coaches Committee (ABCC) for more information.

	20 points (per workshop/seminar/conference)

	Participate in an approved First Aid Course
	15 points

	Presenter at a State Association approved Badminton Coaching Update Workshop
	10 points (per workshop)

	Presenter/Assessor – Badminton Accredited Coaching Course
	10 points (per course)

	Mentor Coach – Badminton Accredited Coaching Course
	10 points (per year)

	Attend coaching workshop/seminar/conference conducted by Badminton Australia or an Overseas Badminton Federation
	10 points (per workshop/seminar/conference)

	Attend a State Association approved Badminton Coaching Update Workshop
	  5 points (per workshop)

	Attend coaching related course/workshop/seminar conducted by a recognised body e.g. SA Department of Sport and Recreation
	  5 points (per workshop/seminar/conference)


How do I show that I have completed the Updating requirements?

Only those coaches who can provide evidence that they have met the re-accreditation updating requirements will be re-accredited.  Given this, it is important that you maintain an up-to-date record of all of your coaching activities over the 4-year period. There are a number of ways that you can do this:
· Use the Update Logbook provided by the NCAS to record all of your updating activities by taking the book to the activity and obtaining the signature of the course coordinator and/or the secretary of the club that you coach at; or
· Rather than using the Logbook, you can keep your own record of activities (e.g. letters of reference from the club you have been coaching at) – just remember, you need the activities to be verified by someone e.g. signed by the person who is coordinating the course and/or the secretary of the club that you coach at.

In addition to the above information, it is highly recommended that you keep a record of all course/workshop attendance certificates etc and forward copies of these with your re-accreditation application form.

How do I apply for re-accreditation?

	Forward the completed forms, supporting documentation (e.g. NCAS Logbook and copies of course attendance certificates) to Badminton Association of Western Australia.




Your application will be assessed by Badminton Association of Western Australia.

Should your application for accreditation be successful, you will be issued with a confirmation letter. 

Should your application be unsuccessful you will recieve information on the activities that you have to complete before re-accreditation will be awarded will be provided.

What if I don’t Update?

If you do not complete the updating requirements as required, your name and details will be removed from the Badminton Association of Western Australia-NCAS national coach database and you will no longer be recognised or receive the benefits associated with being an accredited coach.
What if my Accreditation has expired?

Badminton Association of Western Australia recognised that from time to time coaches may want to take a break from coaching and for some coaches this may mean that their accreditation expires. Such coaches may apply to have their accreditation reinstated at any time.

If your accreditation has expired and you want to apply to have it reinstated you have to apply as per the accreditation annual application process above.

Please note, you may be required complete some specific updating activities before re-accreditation will be awarded. In some cases this may require a coach to re-do a coaching accreditation course.

	· Within the context of the activity, treat everyone equally regardless of sex, disability, ethnic origin or religion

Ensure the athlete's time spent with you is a positive experience
	· All athletes are deserving of equal attention and opportunities

Treat each athlete as an individual
	· Respect the talent, developmental stage and goals of each athlete

· Help each athlete reach their full potential

	4.
Be fair, considerate and honest with athletes

Be professional and accept responsibility for your actions
	· Display high standards in your language, manner, punctuality, preparation and presentation

· Display control, respect, dignity and professionalism to all involved with the sport - this includes opponents, coaches, officials, administrators, the media, parents and spectators

· Encourage your athletes to demonstrate the same qualities

Make a commitment to providing a quality service to your athletes
	· Maintain or improve your current NCAS accreditation

· Seek continual improvement through performance appraisal and ongoing coach education

· Provide a training program which is planned and sequential

· Maintain appropriate records

	7.
Operate within the rules and spirit of your sport
	· The guidelines of national and international bodies governing your sport should be followed. Please contact Badminton Australia for a copy of its rule book, constitution, by-laws, relevant policies, eg anti-doping policy, selection procedures, etc

· Coaches should educate their athletes on drugs in sport issues in consultation with the Australian Sports Drug Agency (ASDA)

Any physical contact with athletes should be:

· appropriate to the situation

· necessary for the athlete's skill development*

Refrain from any form of personal abuse towards your athletes*
	· This includes verbal, physical and emotional abuse

· Be alert to any forms of abuse directed toward your athletes from other sources while they are in your care

	10.
Refrain from any form of harassment towards your athletes*


	· This includes sexual and racial harassment, racial vilification and harassment on the grounds of disability

· You should not only refrain from initiating a relationship with an athlete, but should also discourage any attempt by an athlete to initiate a sexual relationship with you, explaining the ethical basis of your refusal

Provide a safe environment for training and competition
	· Ensure equipment and facilities meet safety standards

· Ensure equipment, rules, training and the environment are appropriate for the age and ability of the athletes

	12.
Show concern and caution toward sick and injured athletes
	· Provide a modified training program where appropriate

· Allow further participation in training and competition only when appropriate

· Encourage athletes to seek medical advice when required

· Maintain the same interest and support toward sick and injured athletes

	13.  Be a positive role model for your sport and athletes
